To All Cottage Owners:  

You should have received your assessments from the Town of Orleans which also states that you should examine the tentative assessment roll regardless of the notice or have discussions with the representatives of the assessor’s office.  If you disagree with your property’s assessment, in order to protect your right to assessment review, you must file a formal written complaint with the Board of Assessment Review on or before Grievance Day, Thursday, May 26, 2011.  A publication entitled “What To Do If You Disagree With Your Assessment” is available at the assessor’s office and online at www.orps.state.ny.us.  

You may view the Town of Orleans tax assessments as follows:

www.co.jefferson.ny.us  click on 2011 tentative assessment rolls, then Town of Orleans - go to parcels beginning with 12.12-1-1  (page 92 – 172) for T I Park assessments.  

The Corporation was raised from 11,500,000 to 13,000,000.  We were raised 13%.  We will be grieving the assessment.  

When we settled the lawsuit last year, this was done by an agreement with the Town and School District agreeing to 80% of the 2006 assessment for 2008, 2009 & 2010 on most cottages.  The assessor had no say in this agreement.  The assessor had the ability to revise the settled assessments in a town-wide reassessment, which has been done.  The majority of the cottage owners were put back to the 2009 assessment or lower than the 2009 assessment.  Approximately 65 out of 330 cottages were raised above the 2009 assessment.  

Other properties in the Town did have increases in assessments.  You can check that on the website.

The Town of Orleans also has a website, www.townoforleans.com  Go to the heading department and click on assessor.  The grievance forms are on that website also.  

Since each of you have your own parcel no., you will need to file your own grievances.
